US-LATINOAMERICAN WORKSHOP IN NEUROENDOCRINOLOGY

PROGRAM

Housing:  The Workshop will be held at Hotel San Martin de Viña del Mar (www.hotelsanmartin.cl). Viña del Mar has a broad spectrum of possibilities for housing during the meeting. The Conference Center offers special prices for house all participants. The meeting rooms are located on the first floor of the rooms.     
From the Comodoro Arturo Merino Benítez International Airport transportation to the conference center is by bus, minibus or taxi and takes about an hour and a half drive.
Scientific Program: 

Official language of the Workshop will be English.

  
The symposium will begin on a Sunday evening with a reception in which speakers and other participants can informally introduce themselves to each other.  This introductory reception is important, in that it will allow speakers to meet with each other, and it will provide a site at which preliminary discussions can be started.  It is the hopes of the organizing committee that such discussions will carry over to the formal presentations and thus stimulate further and more animated discussions between participants.

The formal presentations will begin on Monday.  The Workshop will be organized into 8 scientific sessions that will be presented over a 3 day period. There will be a morning and an afternoon session, each consisting of a 2 hour period with a 15 minute break in the middle.  Within each session, there will be 4 scientific presentations each consisting of a 25-min presentation followed by a 5-min period for discussion.  The chairperson of each session will be selected based on their ability to foster discussion between the presenter and the audience.  In all cases, chairpersons will be invited to chair a session in which he/she is not speaking. In addition two posters sessions will be organized, one for young investigators (young scientists starting research with their own grants) and a second session for post doctorate and graduated students and students. 
During young investigator poster session (by invitation) a special committee will select 4 works to be included as a 15min oral presentation in the main sessions. The selected persons will be asked to write a review of the presentation to be included in 
the proceedings of the symposium to be published in a main ISI journal.
Lunch will be provided daily, to all participants and a reception will be held in the evening (Sunday) and a dinner will be held in the last evening of the meeting.  Both of these gatherings are useful tools in which to foster further discussion between participants.  
Posters participants (postdoct, graduated and other persons) and peoples just attending the meeting will have to pay inscription (USD$ 270 e.m.n.).
